NEW CITY PUBLIC ART REVIEW

Applicants should demonstrate 
their experience in the fine arts, architecture, art 
criticism, engineering or structural analysis, art 
history, graphic arts, interior design, landscape 
architecture, town planning, or other art and 
design-related fields, or who have demonstrated 
a strong interest in the visual arts and civic 
improvement. PARC members will be appointed 
by the Mayor, with approval from the Council, to 
staggered terms varying from two to three years. 
The PARC will be chaired by a member of the 
local arts community for a term of one year, with 
eligibility for reelection for two additional terms.
